Tasmania is an Australian island state between Indian and Pacific oceans.

Most species of tasmanian flora and fauna are found nowhere else in the world, and the main part of the Tasmania population for a long time were only natives Bushmen and exiled British subjects.

The nature of Tasmania is a great attraction in itself and there are many worthy of attention tours and excursions to national parks, canyons, unspoilt coastline and wildlife reserves.
Geographically and genetically isolated, Tasmania is known for its unique flora and fauna. Tasmania has extremely diverse vegetation, from the heavily grazed grassland of the dry Midlands to the tall evergreen eucalypt forest, alpine heathlands and large areas of cool temperate rainforests. Many flora species are unique to Tasmania.

The island of Tasmania was home to the Thylacine, a marsupial which resembled a wild dog. Known colloquially as the Tasmanian Tiger for the distinctive striping across its back, it became extinct in mainland Australia much earlier because of competition by the dingo, introduced in prehistoric times. The Tasmanian devil became the largest carnivorous marsupial in the world following the extinction of the thylacine in 1936, and is now found in the wild only in Tasmania.
One of most interesting places is Keterekt Gorge in Launceston. It is located almost in the center of the city and it is a natural phenomenon with a mountain river, sheer slopes and plenty of exotic plants.

About 100 miles far from Launceston, in the north-east coast of Tasmania, between the endless beaches is situating the "hunting lodge" called The Bay of Fires Lodge, which is recognized as an architectural wonder of ecotourism. You can reach it on foot. The path takes two days for which you need to go 12 miles on the white sandy beaches, hills and tidal rivers. According to local laws, only 12 people (10 tourists and two guides) can be in this part of the coast at the same time.

Hotel guests have to pump water for a shower with their hands. Three-minute physical exercise will provide you with water for 10 minutes and at the same time will remind that water is precious and its reserves are not unlimited.
On Flinders Island near Tasmania you can enjoy the game of sunlight on the pink-gray granite rocks, see the production of semiprecious stones, and possibly buy anything from favorite products.

Tasmania now has a wide selection of restaurants with menus similar to the British ones.

To foster tourism, the state government supports several annual events in and around the island. The best known of these is the Sydney to Hobart Yacht Race, starting on Boxing Day in Sydney and usually arriving at Constitution Dock in Hobart during the food and wine festival called Taste of Tasmania.

Tasmania also offers plenty of opportunities for outdoor activities: climbing, surfing, diving, caving, mountain biking, hiking and rafting.
